Under the authority of Federazione Italiana Motonau@ca and Union Interna@onale Motonau@que, 
Associazione Spor@va AMP ASD (“AMP”) organizes the 72nd edi@on of the interna@onal powerboat 
race called "Raid Pavia Venezia" (“Raid”), in collabora@on with Associazione Motonau@ca Venezia. 
 
In coordina@on with the Organizing CommiVee, the event is supported by the local boat Associa@ons 
and the relevant Authori@es, which will be specified in the race program and in the official Bulle@ns. 
 
The event will be held in accordance with this Race Regula@ons, as well as the rules and provisions 
issued by the competent Authori@es, in compliance with the sports regula@ons of the Comitato 
Olimpico Nazionale Italiano (Italian Na@onal Olympic CommiVee CONI), the Comitato Paralimpico 
Italiano (Italian Paralympic CommiVee CIP), the Federazione Motonau@ca Italiana and the Union 
Interna@onale Motonau@que. 
 
1. EVENT SCHEDULE and RACE PLAN 
 
1.1 Event Schedule

Compliance with the naviga@on deadlines is exclusive responsibility of the Compe@tor, 
who must therefore adjust his/her behavior according to the limita@ons specified in the Official 
Announcements. 
 
1.4 Change of Schedule and Race Plan 
 
Should technical, organiza@onal, or safety reasons make it necessary, the Organizing CommiVee 
reserves the right to modify the schedule, the race route, and the Sec@ons @me limits, no@fying the 
Compe@tors through the official channels in the manner and within the @me frame allowed by the 
specific situa@on  
By entering the race Compe@tors accept all changes that may occur, even ader the race has started. 
 
1.5 Event Cancella=on 
 
Due to jus@fied technical-organiza@onal reasons, the Organizing CommiVee reserves the right to 
cancel the event before the start. Wherever possible the Organizing CommiVee will inform the 
registered Compe@tors in advance through the official channels. 
 
In the event of the event cancella@on before the start of the race (May 31, 2025), the Organizing 
CommiVee will refund the Entry Fees paid by the Compe@tor. No addi@onal reimbursement or 
compensa@on will be provided (including any expenses incurred by the registered Compe@tor). 
 
If, due to force majeure, the cancella@on will occur during the course of the event (from May 31, 
2025 onward), the Organizing CommiVee will have no obliga@on to any reimbursement to the 
registered Compe@tors. 
 
2. ENTRIES 
 
2.1 Entry Requests for the event must be submiVed by the Compe@tor to the Organizing CommiVee 
exclusively through the specific electronic form, available from the official Raid website 
(www.raidpaviavenezia.it) and from the official Facebook page 
(www.facebook.com/raidpaviavenezia), star@ng from January 20, 2025 un@l May 15, 2025. 
 
2.2 The submission of the Entry Request by the Compe@tor does not by itself cons@tute registra@on 
to the event, which shall be confirmed by the Organizing CommiVee. Par@cipa@on in the race will 
also be condi@oned upon the submission of the required documents and upon the successful 
comple@on of the Technical and Administra@ve Verifica@ons by Federazione Italiana Motonau@ca 
race Officials who will be present on the racecourse on Saturday May 31, 2025, and Sunday June 1, 
2025. 
 
2.3 Entry requests will only be accepted if the online form is submiVed with all required informa@on, 
accompanied by the regular payment of the Entry Fee (see art. 4.1). Only ader verifying that these 
condi@ons are met will the Compe@tor be considered officially "registered." The Organizing 
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CommiVee reserves the right to accept a Compe@tor's entry request, providing reasons for the 
possible exclusion and refunding any fee already paid. 
 
2.4 The maximum number of entries allowed for the 2025 Raid Pavia Venezia is 100 (one hundred) 
on top of the par@cipants in Waterskiing Category. The order of acceptance of the Entry Requests 
will be chronological, based on the date and @me of receipt of the entry request (online form 
submission “@mestamp”). The Organizing CommiVee reserves the right to invite addi@onal 
Compe@tors beyond the maximum limit, regardless of the date of receipt ("wild cards"). The number 
of "wild cards" may not exceed 10% of the maximum number of entries. 
 
2.5 If the maximum number of entries is reached before May 15, 2025 (online entries deadline date), 
the Organizing CommiVee will con@nue to accept Entry Requests received un@l that date, placing 
the valid (incl. payments) Entry Requests in a "wai@ng list" in chronological order of receipt. 
Applicants placed on the "wai@ng list" may withdraw by sending a no@fica@on to the Organizing 
CommiVee (mail to: raid@raidpaviavenezia.it) which will provide the refund of the Entry Fee paid. 
The remaining Compe@tors on the "wai@ng list" may be transferred to the list of Registered 
Compe@tors, therefore admiVed to the race, progressively in chronological order, if any spots 
become available in the registered Compe@tors list for any reason (such as cancella@ons) and within 
the maximum entries number set. Ader the closing of online entries on May 15, 2025 the Organizing 
CommiVee will refund the Entry Fee to any applicants s@ll in "wai@ng list" who have not been 
transferred to the list of registered Compe@tors. 
 
2.6 To ensure accurate and transparent informa@on, the list of registered Compe@tors and the 
“wai@ng list" will be published on Raid Pavia Venezia website (www.raidpaviavenezia.it) with regular 
updates un@l the closure of entries, at which point the list of Registered Compe@tors will be 
considered final. 
 
2.7 With the excep@on of changes to the Compe@tor (First Pilot) which will NOT be allowed unless 
there are jus@fied reasons, any other updates or changes to the entry are accepted up to May 28, 
2025, ader which the entry will be considered final and no longer modifiable. All communica@on 
between the Compe@tor and the Organizing CommiVee must be made exclusively via email to the 
address raid@raidpaviavenezia.it 
 
2.8 Entries are personal, non-transferable to third par@es and not transferable to future edi@ons of 
the event. Therefore, if a Compe@tor withdraws from par@cipa@ng in the race ader successful entry 
registra@on, the Organizing CommiVee is not obliged to refund the Entry Fee, to accept a new entry 
as replacement or to transfer the Entry Fee to future edi@ons of the Raid, except as provided for in 
the following ar@cles. In the case of jus@fied reasons, the Organizing CommiVee reserves the right 
to consider possible excep@ons, in agreement with Federazione Italiana Motonau@ca. 
 
2.9 The Organizing CommiVee will refund the Entry Fee paid by a Compe@tor who requests the 
cancella@on of their registra@on only under the following condi@ons: 

• the withdrawing Compe@tor can be replaced by a Compe@tor from the "Wai@ng List”, as 
outlined in Ar@cle 2.5, and 
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• the cancella@on request is submiVed in wri@ng to the email address 
raid@raidpaviavenezia.it no later than the entries deadline of May 15, 2025; 

Replacements will be handled in the order of receipt of cancella@on requests. Unless there are 
jus@fied reasons and at the sole discre@on of the Organizing CommiVee, no replacements or refunds 
will be made ader the entries deadline of May 15, 2025. 
 
2.10 In the event of event cancella@on due to force majeure before the start of the event (May 31, 
2025), the Organizing CommiVee will refund the Entry Fee paid by the registered Compe@tors (see 
Ar@cle 1.5). 
 
2.11 By submiang the entry request, the Compe@tor agrees (on behalf of themselves, all crew 
members, collaborators, employees, and delegates) to uncondi@onally accept the provisions 
outlined in this Race Rules (and any subsequent amendments) as well as those issued by the 
Organizing CommiVee, the Race Director and the relevant sports authori@es. In par@cular, the 
Compe@tor undertakes to comply with the current FIM and UIM Regula@ons (insofar as they are not 
subject to exemp@on) which they declare to be familiar with,  
 
2.12 By submiang the entry request, the Compe@tor agrees (on behalf of themselves, all crew 
members, collaborators, employees, and delegates) to release the Organizing CommiVee, the 
Associazione Spor@va AMP ASD (“AMP”), Federazione Italiana Motonau@ca, the race Officials 
aVending the event and the members of the organiza@ons collabora@ng to the event from any and 
all civil and criminal liability for any damage that may occur to themselves, the crew members, their 
collaborators, employees, delegates, or third par@es, except as provided by the laws in force in the 
Italian State. 
During the entries registra@on process and throughout the event, the Compe@tor will be required 
to provide wriVen acceptance of a liability release ("waiver") regarding the Organizing CommiVee, 
Federazione Italiana Motonau@ca and the organiza@ons collabora@ng to the event. 
 
3. ENTRY FEES 
 
3.1 The Entry Fees set for the 2025 race are for each crew (regardless of the number of members on 
board the boat):

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3.2 The Entry Fee includes: 
• assistance service along the route with service boats and helicopter(s) with rescue personnel (see 
Art. 11.1); 
• posi@on tracking service along the route (see Art. 11.2); 
• launching service at the start and hauling service at the arrival; 
• medical assistance services; 
• official refueling service (op@onal) at “Torricella di Sissa (PR)” loca@on with 95-octane gasoline 
(fuel purchase is at the Compe@tor's expense, payable by cash/credit card); 
• parking area and boats overnight surveillance in Pavia (from 7:00 PM on May 31, 2025, to 7:00 AM 
on June 1, 2025, and from 7:00 PM on June 1, 2025, to 7:00 AM on June 2, 2025); 
• welcome cocktail at the AMP headquarters ader drivers mee@ng; 
• prizes up to third place for each class; 
• overall classifica@on prizes, while supplies last, provided by sponsors and suppor@ng organiza@ons; 
• special prizes; 
• gids and promo items provided by sponsors. 
 
3.3 The Entry Fee will be refunded to the Compe@tor only in the following cases: 
• the Compe@tor, having been placed on the wai@ng list, requests cancella@on or has not been 
subsequently transferred to the list of registered Compe@tors; 
•  the entry request was rejected by the Organizing CommiVee before the event; 
• the Organizing CommiVee has accepted Compe@tor's request for cancella@on of the registra@on 
as per Ar@cle 2.9; 
•  the event is canceled before the start of the event (May 31, 2025); 
•  at the sole discre@on of the Organizing CommiVee, for documented reasons. 
 
 
4. COMMUNICATION – OFFICIAL CHANNELS 
 
By submiang the Entry Request, the Compe@tor confirms acceptance that all communica@ons with 
(to and from) the Organizing CommiVee, both before and during the event, will take place through 
one or more of the following channels ("Official Channels"), to which they confirm they have access:

• the Compe@tor's phone number, as indicated in the entry form; 
• mobile phone numbers onboard the board (Pilot’s and crew members), as indicated in the Entry 
Request;

• Facebook page "RAID PAVIA VENEZIA" www.facebook.com/raidpaviavenezia (important: this is the 
recently opened official Facebook page of Raid Pavia Venezia, NOT the open Facebook group); 
• wriVen communica@ons distributed during registra@on and/or posted on bulle@n boards at the 
race Secretary office; 
• other communica@on systems that may be specified later to the Compe@tors via official Bulleans. 
 
It is the Compe@tor's responsibility to ensure that communica@ons sent to the Organizing 
CommiVee have been received correctly. 
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5. RACE NUMBERS 
 
The race numbers provided by the Pilots in their entry request will be accepted under the following 
condi@ons: 
• If a requested race number is already taken, priority will be given to the Entry Request received 
first; 
• similar numbers, accompanied by an alphanumeric character (e.g., "44" and "A44"), will be 
considered duplicates therefore subject to the rule above. For clarity: Compe@tors whose vessel has 
an alphanumeric character are NOT required to remove the alphabe@c part (e.g., a Compe@tor with 
a boat marked "D88" can keep the "D" and will be registered for the Raid as "88", provided it does 
not conflict with a previously registered number); 
• race number "1" (and any alphanumeric combina@on such as "A1") will be reserved by the 
Organizing CommiVee for the winner of the previous edi@on of the Raid. 
 
The race numbers sizes on the vessels are specified in the "on-board equipment" sec@on of this 
Regula@on. 
 
6. ADMITTED CLASSES/CATEGORIES 
 
6.1 The boats form the following Classes/Categories are allowed to par@cipate in the event provided 
they have a minimum speed of 60 kmh: 
• Formula Single-Seater Catamarans (single-seat, equipped with a safety capsule), built ader 1990 
and in accordance with FIM and UIM regula@ons; 
• Formula Two-Seaters “Twin 1” and “Twin 2” Catamarans (two-seats, equipped with a safety 
capsule) as per the specific regula@ons; 
• Single-Seat Outboard Category (“Corsa”) with engines above 500cc, built ader 1990 and in 
accordance with FIM and UIM regula@ons; 
• DIPORTO (“Pleasure” boats) max 9.9 meters in length, with cruising speeds above 60 km/h; 
• Touring Cup; 
• Offshore Class 3; 
• Endurance Group B; 
• Endurance AQUABIKE and Diporto AQUABIKE; 
• Inboard racers with engines below 2,500 cc (vessels from the Roo class are therefore not eligible 
to par@cipate); 
• Water Skiing Speedboats; 
• Aerial Propeller Hovercrads. 
 
6.2 By jus@fied decision of the Technical Race Officials, boats that are deemed unsuitable may not 
be accepted, and the Compe@tor even if they properly registered, will not be allowed to par@cipate 
in the race,  
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7. ADMITTED COMPETITORS 
 
Compe@tors are eligible to par@cipate in the event if they hold the required documenta@on and if 
they meet the age limits set by na@onal and interna@onal regula@ons, as outlined in the following

The age limit refers to having exceeded the year of birth. For example, a Compe@tor who is 70 years 
and 3 months old is authorized to par@cipate in a Class with a 70-years age limit. 
For DIPORTO classes only: a foreign Compe@tor may request the issuance of a special FIM license 
(“Tessera di ConduVore”) from an Italian associa@on affiliated with the FIM, within the required @me 
frame. 
All Pilots (both Italian and foreign) driving boats powered by engine above 40 HP (30 kW), a Boa@ng 
License (“Patente Nau@ca”) is mandated by Italian Laws (not applicable to crew members). For 
ci@zens of European Union Member States, the requirement to hold a Boa@ng License is waived if 
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they present a declara@on issued by their own (administra@ve) Authori@es sta@ng that the 
legisla@on of either the country of origin of the individual or the flag state of the vessel does not 
require the issuance of any qualifica@on @tle (Ar@cle 34, paragraph 3, Legisla@ve Decree No. 146 of 
July 29, 2008)." 
 
8. CLASS SPECIFIC RULES 
 
8.1 CIRCUIT 
 
8.1.1 The following classes are excluded from the event: 
• Classes: Roo, Soo, Eoo, Ooo, even if equipped with a safety capsule and assisted by helicopter (see 
Art. 8.1.2 below); 
• Classes: S750, S850, S1000, S2000, S3000, O850, F3, O1000, O2000, OZ that do not have a safety 
capsule. 
Boats equipped with safety capsules, cockpits, canopies, or any type of "canopy" (whether 
manufactured or modified) are not allowed to par@cipate. Safety belts are also prohibited. Vessels 
without deformable @ps (horns) are allowed. 
 
8.1.2 As a par@al excep@on to the above, boats equipped with an automa@c roll-over protec@on 
system (e.g. an "airbag") are allowed to par@cipate, provided they comply with the relevant 
UIM/FIM safety regula@ons. These Compe@tors must arrange, at their own expense, a dedicated 
helicopter assistance service with specialized rescue personnel following the race. Addi@onally, 
these Compe@tors must pre-arrange with the Organizing CommiVee (contact email: 
raid@raidpaviavenezia.it) the specifics of the service, for which they must obtain approval from both 
the Organizing CommiVee and the FIM, as well as the logis@cal details for helicopter takeoffs and 
landings. 
 
8.1.3 Notwithstanding the applica@on of current regula@ons, par@cipa@on is allowed for boats that 
were previously measured in earlier years and having specifica@ons, weights, and technical solu@ons 
that do not meet the current regula@ons, but that were in compliance with the rules in place at the 
@me of their previous measurement. At the @me of the Technical Inspec@ons, the Compe@tor must 
present the original Measurement Cer@ficate issued at that @me. If the Measurement Cer@ficate is 
unavailable, the Compe@tor must arrange in advance with the Italian Motorboa@ng Federa@on (FIM) 
for a prior verifica@on of the vessel's compliance. 
 
8.2 DIPORTO (“PLEASURE”) CLASS 
 
8.2.1 The following DIPORTO classes are admiVed:

Original engine documents

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DIPORTO 8:1 Weight/Power ra8o above 8 Original engine documents 
Calcula8on example: engine 100CV, boat dry weight 570kgs -> weight/power ra8o 5.7 -> class DIPORTO 5:1 
 
In addi@on the following rules apply:  
• boats with a weight/power ra@o lower than 3 are not allowed.  
• the length of the boat must not exceed 9.9 meters.  
• boats originally designed as compe@@on catamarans and modified for recrea@onal use are not 
permiVed.  
• class CAT D catamaran boats are allowed with a minimum length of 6.40 meters and a maximum 
power of 300 HP, derived from produc@on models, with verifiable construc@on and origin. 
 
8.2.2 For DIPORTO Classes a maximum of three crew members, properly registered for the race, are 
allowed on board in addi@on to the Pilot. 
 
8.2.3 All boats must be equipped with a kill switch device with a spare lanyard. Boats in DIPORTO 
3:1 class must be equipped with racing-type seats with headrests that extend above the height of 
the cockpit (headrests are allowed but not mandatory for boats in other DIPORTO Classes). 
 
8.2.4 Only solid ballast is allowed, securely fixed to the boat's structure. The use of ropes, elas@c 
bands or other easily removable materials for fastening is prohibited. "Granular inert materials" are 
not permiVed for the crea@on of ballast mass. The maximum allowable ballast weight is 10% of the 
boat's minimum weight (see the "weight-to-power ra@o" table). The compe@tor must declare the 
presence of ballast and its weight to the Technical Inspectors during pre-race verifica@ons, and this 
informa@on must be recorded by the Inspector in the Technical Sheet. Failure to disclose this 
informa@on will result in the compe@tor's exclusion from the event. The use of liquid ballast is 
expressly prohibited, and the pumping of liquids inside or outside the hull to alter the boat's balance 
during the race is not allowed. If the boat is equipped with such a system, it must be removed or 
made unusable before the pre-race verifica@ons through electrical and/or hydraulic disconnec@on. 
The Technical Inspectors may verify the disconnec@on during the race, and at their sole discre@on, 
they may seal or take any other measures to ensure that the system is not used during the event. 
 
8.2.5 Five HONDA OFFSHORE boats are available at Federazione Italiana Motonau@ca for ren@ng. 
For further informa@on please contact FIM offices. 
 
8.3 TOURING CUP CLASS 
 
TOURING CUP Class boats are admiVed to the event as per FIM regula@ons. 
 
8.4 CLASS 3 OFFSHORE CLASS 
 
CLASS 3 OFFSHORE boats are allowed to par@cipate in the event according to FIM and UIM 
regula@ons, provided they are equipped with a safety capsule. Compe@tors par@cipa@ng in the Raid 
in this class must, at their own expense, arrange for a dedicated helicopter assistance service and 
specialized rescue personnel to accompany them during the race. Compe@tors intending to 
par@cipate in the Raid with such a service must first coordinate with the Organizing CommiVee 
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(email contact: raid@raidpaviavenezia.it) to agree on the service specifica@ons, for which they must 
obtain approval from the Organizing CommiVee and from Federazione Italiana Motonau@ca, as well 
as on logis@cal details for helicopter take-offs and landings. 
 
8.5 ENDURANCE B GROUP 
 
ENDURANCE GROUP B boats are allowed to par@cipate in the event according to FIM and UIM 
regula@ons. 
 
8.6 AQUABIKE 
 
The following AQUABIKE Classes are allowed to partecipate in the event: 

• ENDURANCE F1E, F2E driven by Pilots holding aquabike license; 
• AQUABIKE DIPORTO with strictly standard equipment, driven by Pilots holding a FIM Special 

license (“Tessera di ConduVore”) and Pleasure Naviga@on License (“Patente Nau@ca”). 
 

In AQUABIKE DIPORTO Class the crew may consist of two people, provided this is specified in the 
vehicle's homologa@on, both holding a Pilot License or a FIM Special License (“Tessera di 
ConduVore”) Driver's License or Card. Both members must have the safety equipment required by 
FIM regula@ons for a single member crew (helmet, life jacket...). 
 
8.7 RACERS 
 
ENTROBORDO CORSA ("R") Classes up to 2,500 cc historic boats are allowed to par@cipate in the 
event provided they do not have safety capsule, cockpit, or canopies and that they feature “3 or 4 
points” hulls, catamarans excluded. 
At the Administra@ve Verifica@ons, Compe@tors must provide the original Measurement Cer@ficate 
issued at the @me of original racing. If such Cer@ficate is unavailable, Compe@tors must arrange in 
advance with Federazione Italiana Motonau@ca for a preliminary check to verify the suitability of 
their boat. 
 
8.8 WATER SKIERS 
 
A maximum of 20 crews from the “VELOCITA’“ categories are allowed to par@cipate in the event, as 
specified by the regula@ons of Federazione Italiana Surfing, Sci Nau@co, e Wakeboard (FISSW). 
 
8.9 AERIAL PROPELLERS 
 
AERIAL PROPELLERS BOATS as per UIM Regula@ons art 590 are allowed to enter the event.

10. LIABILITY FORM 
 
All Drivers (both Italian and foreign) must sign a liability waiver ("Race Organizer Liability Form" or 
“Manleva”) in due @me or at the @me of the Administra@ve Verifica@ons, under penalty of being 
excluded from the race. Specifically, for teams with mul@ple crew members on board, the Driver 
commits to personally driving the boat throughout the whole race. Any incidents occurring while 
other crew members are driving the boat will not be covered by the aforemen@oned insurance 
guarantees. 
  
11. ASSISTANCE 
 
11.1 Raid Assistance Service  
 
In case of need during the race, Compe@tors can contact the Raid Assistance Service by phone at 
+39 333 6681780. The Raid Assistance Service will be ac@ve on Monday June 2, 2025 to coordinate 
assistance ac@vi@es for the Compe@tors through the presence of service boats along the route. 
 
In order to manage service ac@vi@es during the race it is necessary for each Compe@tor to meet the 
following provisions throughout the en@re dura@on of the race. Failure to do so will prevent the 
Organizing CommiVee from providing the Service. 
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11.2 GPS Live Tracking Service 
 
To support the Raid Assistance Service, the Organizing CommiVee will use a mandatory GPS tracking 
system. The opera@onal procedures will be communicated to the Compe@tors in due course through 
official Bulle@ns. 
 
It is expected that a different solu@on may be adopted compared to previous years, and the 
Compe@tors are hereby informed that at the @me of registra@on on the race field, they may be 
required: 

• to pay a deposit to cover any damage and/or loss of the tracking equipment entrusted for 
use during the race. The deposit will be refunded upon the return of the equipment in good 
condi@ons at the end of the race, within the @meframe and manner that will be 
communicated; 

• to sign a specific waiver in accordance with privacy regula@ons and the storage of sensi@ve 
data. 

Compe@tors shall strictly adhere to the opera@onal instruc@ons for the use of the mandatory 
tracking system. Failure to comply with such instruc@ons will prevent the Organizing CommiVee 
from providing the Assistance Service and may also result in the exclusion of the Compe@tor from 
the race. 
 
11.3 Compe=tor Phone Contacts 
 
During the Entry registra@on phase and subsequently at the race field, Compe@tors must provide at 
least one mobile phone number that will be available on board the boat during the race, as well as 
at least one mobile phone number used by their support team for communica@on with the Raid 
Assistance Service. 
In the event of a stop during the race and when safety condi@ons will permit, Compe@tors must 
always ensure the actual availability of the phone line with Raid Assistance Service. 
 
11.4 Service Ac=vi=es 
 
In the event of an interven@on by the service boats, the primary focus, as far as possible and in 
accordance with the condi@ons of the interven@on, will be to secure the crew and the boat. Any 
transfers beyond the immediate securing of the boat may be arranged ader the race, and any 
associated costs (towing, liding, etc.) will be the responsibility of the Compe@tor. 
 
11.5 Withdrawal from the Race 
 
In the event of withdrawal from the race along the route, Compe@tors must contact the Raid 
Assistance Service as soon as possible (+39 333 6681780) to report the loca@on of the withdrawal, 
even if no assistance is required. 
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12. ON-BOARD EQUIPMENT 
 
12.1 Accessories 
 
Compe@tors shall keep the following devices and materials on board the boat throughout the en@re 
dura@on of the race and must make them available at any @me for technical and Administra@ve 
Verifica@ons by Race Officials of Federazione Italiana Motonau@ca and by the Organizing CommiVee 
staff: 
 

• Engine kill switch with mass disconnec@on as per FIM and UIM regula@ons, and a double 
"safety lanyard"; 

• race tracking system (GPS) as required in Ar@cle 11.2; 
• approved fire ex@nguisher with a minimum capacity of 1 kg; 
• rope 20 meters long as minimum; 
• paddle; 
• sound signaling device or flares; 
• adhesive label with the phone number of the Raid Assistance Service (+39 333 6681780) 

applied inside the boat, visible to the crew members; 
• s@ckers provided by the Organizing CommiVee featuring sponsor and patron logos, applied 

visibly on the boat. 
 
12.2 Race Clothing 
 
All Compe@tors (including all crew members) must wear the protec@ve clothing required by FIM and 
UIM sports regula@ons for the en@re dura@on of the race, for the different boat categories as 
specified as follows: 
 
CIRCUITO Categories 

• Life Jacket – according to UIM colors (UIM art. 205.06-509.04); 
• Racing Suit (UIM art. 205.11); 
• Helmet mee@ng SNELL or FIA standards and UIM colors (UIM art. 205.07); 
• Neck Brace (FIM art. 20.B). 

 
DIPORTO Categories 

• Life Jacket (FIM Touring Cup art. 14); 
• Racing Suit; 
• Helmet (FIM Touring Cup art. 13); 
• Neck Brace (FIM Touring Cup art. 13.1). 

 
ENDURANCE Boat Racing Categories 

• Life Jacket (FIM art. 3.17); 
• Racing Suit (FIM art. 3.19); 
• Helmet in orange color mee@ng FIA, SNELL standards (FIM art. 3.15); 
• Neck Brace (FIM art. 3.18). 
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OFFSHORE Category 

• Life Jacket – inflatable ones are prohibited (UIM art. 508.25 712 - FIM art. 22.04); 
• Racing Suit (UIM art. 714 - FIM art. 22.04); 
• Helmet mee@ng SNELL or FIA standards with race number and orange color (UIM art. 713); 
• Hans Device with quick-release system (UIM art. 713). 

 
AQUABIKE Category (Na@onal Endurance Regula@on) 

• Life Vest (point 5); 
• Protec@ve Helmet: full-face or "enduro" with chin guard; must be homologated according to 

C.E.E. direc@ves (point 6); 
• Back Protector, Knee Guards, and Wetsuit with length extending to the ankles (point 7). 

 

12.3 Boat Licing Points and Straps 

All boats shall be equipped with appropriate homologated and cer@fied liding straps. The maximum 
opera@ng load of each strap must be equal to or greater than the total weight of the boat.  

The straps shall be in perfect working condi@on and well-maintained, meaning that straps with 
missing or illegible markings (either fully or par@ally), or those showing signs of knots, abrasions, 
rubbing, cuts of any kind, will not be accepted. The straps must be of adequate length according to 
usage regula@ons and must be replaced 5 years ader the produc@on date indicated on the label. 
 
For connec@ng the liding straps to the boat's liding points, the use of "carabiner" type hooks is 
strictly prohibited. Only properly sized and calibrated "snap hooks with screw pin" hooks are 
allowed. The use of "liding hooks," as shown in the following figure, may also be allowed.  

 
Compe@tors support teams will be responsible for managing the launching and hauling opera@ons 
and will be accountable for connec@ng the liding straps to their boats, to the crane or to the 
weighing device. The support team will also be liable for any damage caused by strap failure or 
improper connec@on to the boat or crane. 
Upon arrival at the launching areas, the boats must already be prepared for launching (equipped 
with ropes, fenders, etc.); otherwise, the launch may be refused. 
 
It is strictly prohibited for anyone to remain under the boat or board the boat during the hauling and 
launching opera@ons. 
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13. RACE NUMBER 
 
The race number must be displayed on the boat in accordance with the sports regula@ons as follows: 

• DIPORTO Class Boats: the number must be displayed on both sides of the boat and 
posi@oned in a clearly visible manner toward the bow. The number must be black on a white 
background. The minimum dimensions for each digit are: height 28 cm, width 15 cm, body 
thickness 3.5 cm. 

• CIRCUITO Class Boats: ref. art. 206.02-509.19 UIM 
• OFFSHORE Class Boats: art 710 UIM 
• AQUABIKE Classes: the number may consist of no more than two digits and must be displayed 

on both sides of the bike and/or on the seat, provided it is clearly visible. The number must 
be black on a white background, with minimum dimensions of 22x15 cm for a single digit, or 
22x23 cm for two digits. Each digit must meet the following minimum dimensions: height 20 
cm, body width 2.5 cm. The Pilot must display the race number on the back of the bib. 
Numbers are also allowed on the front and on the rear of the aquabike. Stylized numbers are 
permiVed as long as they meet the minimum size requirements. 

 
 
14. ADVERTISING SIGNS ON BOATS 
 
14.1 Compe@tors may display adver@sing on their boats, provided that the adver@sement: 

• is not contrary to public order or good morals, 
• is not offensive, 
• does not contain poli@cal messages, 
• does not violate any laws, 
• does not promote the sale or consump@on of alcohol or tobacco related products.  

 
14.2 The Organizing CommiVee may require Compe@tors to display on their boats one or more logos 
of the event's sponsors, reserving a minimum free space of 30x30 cm for aquabikes and boats up to 
4.5 meters long, and 40x40 cm for boats more than 4.5 meters long.  
  
15. RACE GENERAL PROVISIONS 
 
The following are some general race provisions that may be updated and supplemented with others 
through official Bulle@ns provided to the Compe@tors during Registra@on and/or Administra@ve 
Verifica@ons.  
 
15.1 No-Smoking Areas 
 
Smoking is strictly PROHIBITED in all areas related to the event (parking areas, launching and 
hauling zones, docks, racs, etc.). Compe@tors are required to ensure compliance with this rule for 
themselves, as well as for all crew members, collaborators, employees, and delegates. 
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15.2 Arrival and Stay in Pavia 
 
Boats must arrive at the headquarters of Associazione Motonau@ca Pavia (Via Canarazzo 9, Pavia) 
by 12:00 PM on Saturday May 31, 2025. Upon arrival the drivers of the transport vehicles must 
strictly follow the instruc@ons provided by the Organizing CommiVee staff, par@cularly in direc@ng 
them to the assigned parking areas. 
 
Boats must arrive in race-ready condi@on, already fueled. No refueling will be provided at the start 
in Pavia. 
 
Only one towing vehicle, pulling the trailer with the boat, will be allowed access to the parking areas 
for each Compe@tors. Therefore all Compe@tors should ensure that the necessary technical 
equipment (tools, spare parts, on-board supplies, etc.) is available on that transport vehicle. If 
mul@ple Compe@tors share a common support vehicle (e.g. workshop truck), they must contact the 
Organizing CommiVee in advance (email contact: raid@raidpaviavenezia.it) to arrange specific 
agreements. 
 
It is strictly prohibited to light fires, use flame-producing devices, electric stoves or braziers within 
the en=re star=ng area in Pavia, which is located inside the protected zone of the Parco del Ticino 
(the Park's use regula@on is available at the following link, Italian text only) 
hXps://ente.parco8cino.it/wp-content/uploads/2015/04/Regolamento-di-fruizione-delle-aree-esterne-di-
per8nenza-dei-centri-parco-1.pdf 
Any viola@ons will be reported to the relevant Public Authori@es and the FIM General Commissioner 
for further evalua@on and ac@ons. 
 
During the night (from 7:00 PM to 7:00 AM) on May 31, 2025, and June 1, 2025, parking areas will 
not be accessible for support vehicles, including vans and campers. During these hours, the areas 
will be monitored by security staff who will require the removal of any support vehicles present. 
 
15.3 Organizing CommiZe Registra=on – Administra=ve and Technical Verifica=ons 
 
15.3.1 Compe@tors must report to the event Secretary according to the Race Schedule to complete 
the following procedures: 

• registra@on with the Organizing CommiVee and signing of the updated Registra@on Form; 
• ac@va@on of the GPS tracking system; 
• Administra@ve Verifica@ons carried out by Federazione Italiana Motonau@ca Race Officials; 
• Technical Verifica@ons carried out by Federazione Italiana Motonau@ca Technical Race 

Officials. 
 
15.3.2 At the end of the Technical Verifica@ons, the hull and the engine base will be sealed and no 
replacement will be allowed during the race. 
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15.3.3 A Compe@tors may be excluded from the race, even if formally registered, if the condi@on of 
the boat (overall state, maintenance, etc.) is deemed unsuitable by the Race Officials responsible for 
the Technical Verifica@ons. 
 
15.4 Drivers Mee=ng 
 
The Drivers' Mee@ng will be held by the Race Director appointed by Federazione Italiana 
Motonau@ca, as scheduled at the AMP headquarters in Pavia. AVendance at the mee@ng is 
mandatory for all Compe@tors (Pilots and crew members) and they will be required to sign the 
aVendance sheet. 
 
15.5 Official Bullejns – Star=ng =me schedule  
 
All Official Bulle@ns will be posted at the Race Secretariat/Administra@ve Verifica@ons area. All 
Compe@tors are required to take note of them. 
 
The start @mes for each Compe@tor/Class will be defined the day before the race, posted at the 
Secretary loca@on and communicated during the Drivers' Mee@ng. 
 
15.6 Launching Opera=ons 
 
All Compe@tors must strictly follow the instruc@ons provided by the personnel in charge to facilitate 
the launching opera@ons of the boats. Any viola@ons will be reported by the Organizing CommiVee 
to the FIM Race Director for further evalua@on and ac@ons. 
 
15.7 Speed Limits 
 
In the transfer sec@ons of the race Compe@tors shall strictly respect the following speed/naviga@on 
limita@ons: 
 

 Sec=on Limita=on 
T1 Pavia - Ponte della Becca Speed limit: keep minimum speed allowing boat 

run 
T5 Voltagrimana – Brondolo Speed limit: will be provided in official Bulle@n 

Parade Brondolo - Venezia - Brondolo Following the service boat. 
 
 
15.8 External Assistance and Refuelling  
 
External assistance is permiVed along the en@re route. Compe@tors and their collaborators will be 
responsible for all ac@vi@es and shall comply with all applicable safety regula@ons. Fuel containers 
must be metal jerrycan type with a “spout” or  "baby boVle" type can with a spout or quick-connect 
fiang. The use of funnels which could cause fuel spills is prohibited. 
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The Organizing CommiVee will set up an official refueling point at Torricella di Sissa (PR), available 
at Compe@tors discre@on. Commercial 95-octane gasoline will be available. The cost of refueling is 
en@rely under responsibility of the Compe@tor, payable in cash or by credit card. 
 
Unless otherwise determined by the Race Officials, the @me spent refueling will be neutralized up 
to a maximum of 30 minutes. 
Except in the docks areas where refueling is strictly prohibited, Compe@tors may arrange for self-
refueling at other loca@ons without @me neutraliza@on. In such case all responsibili@es are with the 
Compe@tors. 
AQUABIKE Compe@tors are recommended to secure a racing autonomy of 100 km. 
 
15.9 Withdrawal from the Race 
 
Compe@tors who will be forced to withdraw from the race along the route are required to contact 
the Raid Assistance Service (+39 333 6681780) by phone, providing the loca@on and the reason for 
their withdrawal. The Organizing CommiVee reserves the right to reject future entry requests for 
the Raid Pavia Venezia from Compe@tors who fail to comply with this rule. 
 
15.10 Arrival to Brondolo – Closed Park 
 
Upon arrival at Brondolo Compe@tors shall keep their boat in the Closed Park for up to 60 minutes 
ader the publica@on of the race results, remaining available for any post-race technical verifica@on. 
The Closed Park refers to the availability of the boat for inspec@ons, whether on land or docked at 
the arrival point. 
 
15.11 Inspec=ons  
 
15.11.1 At any @me during the race, the Organizing CommiVee and the Race Officials reserve the 
right to conduct random checks on the iden@ty of the Compe@tors (Pilots and Crew Members), their 
condi@on, and the condi@on of the boats. If any viola@ons relevant the Compe@tor (or other 
Compe@tors) safety are iden@fied, the Compe@tor will be suspended and must immediately cease 
par@cipa@on in the race. 
 
15.11.2 A Compe@tor will not be allowed to con@nue in the race if: 

• the boat is no longer deemed suitable for the race following an inspec@on by the FIM 
Technical Race Officials; 

• the Compe@tor is found unfit to race ader a medical check; 
• the Compe@tor fails to meet the @me limits for passing through the various checkpoints (see 

art. 1.3). 
 
 
15.12 Respect for the Environment 
 
Since 1929 Raid Pavia Venezia has been held in a geographically significant area for the environment. 
The Organizing CommiVee of the Raid acknowledges the efforts of the numerous Authori@es and 
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Organiza@ons responsible for environmental protec@on from Pavia to Venice and is commiVed to 
ensuring strict adherence to the regula@ons they have established. 
 
Consequently, the Organizing CommiVee is dedicated to ensuring that all ac@vi@es related to the 
race have no nega@ve environmental impact. Compe@tors must therefore carefully follow all 
instruc@ons provided in this regard and maintain an appropriate and respec|ul behavior vs the 
surrounding environment. 
 
Failure to comply with the above provisions will be reported by the Organizing CommiVee to the 
FIM Race Director for the necessary evalua@on and ac@ons. Addi@onally, the Organizing CommiVee 
considers any inappropriate behavior incompa@ble with the spirit of the event therefore, regardless 
of legal and/or spor@ng sanc@ons, will take all necessary ac@ons to protect both itself and the event. 
 
16. RANKINGS and PRIZES 
 
16.1 Rankings 
 
The overall ranking and each class ranking will be determined based on the sum of the Compe@tors 
@mes for the @med sec@ons, as recorded by the Officials of Federazione Italiana Cronometris@ 
(Italian Federa@on of Timekeepers), and taking into account any @me penal@es for the maximum 
neutraliza@on @me granted at the official refueling sta@on. 
 
To be included in the rankings Compe@tors must have completed the en@re @med course and must 
have reached Marina del Sole in Brondolo (even if the end of the @med race is at Voltagrimana). The 
external assistance (i.e. towing) is admiVed only during the final transfer sec@on from Voltagrimana 
to Brondolo. 
 
16.2 Protests 
 
In accordance with the regula@ons of Federazione Italiana Motonau@ca (FIM), any protests must be 
submiVed in wri@ng to the Race Director within 30 minutes from the publica@on of the results, 
accompanied by a protest fee of 150 euros. 
 
If the protest concerns a technical issue, in addi@on to the protest fee, a deposit of 300 euros must 
also be paid. The protest fee and deposit will be refunded to the protes@ng Compe@tor if the protest 
is upheld. 
 
A single protest may only be submiVed by one Compe@tor against another single Compe@tor who 
is the subject of the protest. 
 
16.3 Prize Giving 
 
Prizes will be awarded to the top three Compe@tors in the overall ranking and to the top three 
Compe@tors in each class ranking. Prizes will only be presented in the presence of the Compe@tor 
during the awards ceremony. 
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The following special prizes are also foreseen: 
 

• "Trofeo del Vincitore Assoluto": awarded to the overall winner of the Raid Pavia Venezia. 
The holder will keep the trophy un@l the next edi@on of the Raid, by which @me it must be 
returned to the Associazione Motonau@ca Pavia. 

• "Coppa Theo Rossi di Montelera": a perpetual trophy awarded to the Compe@tor who 
records the highest average speed in the Revere-Pontelagoscuro sub-sec@on. The winner will 
receive a replica of the original trophy which is kept at the headquarters of Associazione 
Motonau@ca Pavia. 

• "Trofeo Raid Classic": an historical-spor@ng recogni@on awarded to the highest-ranked 
historic racing boats built before 1990 in each Class. 

• "Coppa Negri": awarded to the highest ranking Compe@tor from Pavia to be classified.
